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· FBT PSR212Ma

· Extremely narrow HF beamwidth (60 degrees?)

· Gets good ‘n loud (125-ish)

· Compressed past that

· Peaks at 140+

· Good vocal clarity, even at high volumes

· Slightly nasally midrange

· Dip switches on side very confusing

· Easy to make monitor suck

· Grilles dent easily

· Heavy

· Very interesting digital control possibilities

· Has a reset button in case you crash the loudspeaker!

· Limiter lights stay on for a long time

· Pretty stable, built in 5msec delay helps

· Cobranet capable?

· ADR Audio Wedge

· 138+dB peaks with no EQ, won’t get as “goddamn crazy loud” as others, but sounds very clear even in a noisy environment

· Limiters set too low? Starts to duck down past 125.

· Great for complex signals

· Slides easily, can’t put your foot on it without it moving away

· HF brightness helps it to cut a lot

· Almost no tonal variation off-axis

· Second lightest wedge next to Assistance Audio

· Couples well in pairs

· Community M12

· Durable as hell

· Fairly heavy

· Clear but “restricted sounding” high end, tubby in the lows

· Not very stable in the frequency domain off axis

· “Sounds great with earplugs” –Jeff Knorr

· Tons of vertical toss

· Drops off quickly on the sides

· Stays clean pretty damn loud… will take your head off.

· “Guitar Player Wedge” –Geoff

· Because it goes so far downstage

· EM Acoustics M-12P

· Lots of NL4 plugs! (6)

· Good solid low end

· Excellent coverage… goes appropriately wide and throws upstage

· Plenty goddamn loud

· Punchy as hell

· Crystal clear, although high end gets a little dull with stage noise

· Stable

· Average weight (<60lbs?)

· Adamson M-15

· Gobs of low end

· Looks cool

· Large

· Surprisingly light for its size

· Sounds like a mains speaker

· Flyable

· Can be used rightie or leftie

· Not as clear as you’d expect

· “Sounds like a rock band”

· Doesn’t array nicely

· Unstable

· Conical horn acts like it’s 60 degrees

· Sounds way better biamped

· Still unstable biamped

· “Basically a PA speaker turned sideways”

· Seems to take a bunch of power to get loud, even biamped

· Assistance Audio

· Gets loud without a ton of power

· High end breaks up past 125dB

· Much low end rolloff, I like it, but not gonna be a bass wedge.

· A little tubby/woofy

· Extremely tiny and light!

· Seems like it would cut pretty well on a busy stage

· Gets louder than it seems

· Great clarity, would be a fantastic vocal wedge

· Radian Micro 12

· Very tight pattern control, drops off quickly, doesn’t cover downstage far

· Heavier than it looks

· Excellent clarity, clean top end

· Crystal clear up close

· Stays clean very loud (120+)

· Gets loud with reasonable power

· Surprising amount of LF available

· Second least expensive wedge there

· D&B M4SM

· Extremely hi-fi, crystal clear

· Excellent full-range response

· Cuts very well

· Gets loud easy, stays very clean

· Throws downstage pretty well, stays even

· Proprietary in every way

· L’Acoustics 115FM

· Klunky looking

· Nice even frequency response

· Goes pretty low

· In-your-face top end

· Doesn’t cut as hard as you’d think

· McCauley SM72

· Sounds gritty and intense in the horn, sounds really loud

· Heavy

· Takes a good amount of power

· Makes you want to back away from it

· Gets stupid loud

· Much better/cleaner bi-amped

· Not breaking a sweat at 110db

· Made it to 125 with real power, still clean!

· Sounds warmer, like CQ2 or something

· Still gritty in the top end

· Woofer fails at 144.5db (oops)

· McCauley SM950

· Super punchy

· Great clarity

· Crossover settings could use some work, ours were not factory approved.

· Screaming fucking loud and clear… takes a shitload of power and uses it.

· Sounds like getting punched in the face, incredibly crisp

· You can talk over it even when it’s screaming loud, doesn’t bleed everywhere

· Very tight

· Heaviest thing ever… get a forklift to even flip it on end. 95lbs or so!
